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I. Introduction

Central to WISL TBL(Transaction Based Lottery) is the creation of an entry record upon generation of a point of sale transaction in WATPOS. These records are accumulated in a lottery file and used to select a winner(s) in the lottery process. 

II. Lottery File Maintenance


A record must be created for each lottery that is to be offered. A name must be provided and a unique ID will be assigned by the system. The date range for entry acceptance must be supplied and any transaction selection specifications must be recorded. This record will include the data attribute(s) in the transaction that must be tested. Three sets of multiply occurring product criteria may be collected to determine entry eligibility,; sku, vendor, class. A minimum total dollar of the transaction before tax may also be specified as criteria for a qualifying entry. A “contest type” indicator will specify whether the lottery is “T” transaction based i.e. any transaction qualifies, “P” product based i.e. any specified product criteria present in the transaction qualifies or “D” dollar based i.e. before tax value of the transaction must be greater than or equal to a specified dollar value. 

III. Transaction Entry Record Collection


Upon completion of total processing the active lottery parameter is checked to determine if a lottery is in progress. If a lottery is in progress and the transaction includes criteria that qualifies it then a prompt is issued to collect the student/employee ID. The student ID card may be swiped in the card reader or the student ID employee ID may be entered. If a valid ID is entered(checked against an institution supplied file of valid student/employee Ids) then a lottery record is created which includes the student/employee ID, the transaction ID and the current date(a sequential number assigned by the program will serve as the record’s unique ID). The program checks all lottery in progress records to determine if the transaction passes the criteria for inclusion. If such is the case a prompt is issued to generate an entry and if the customer consents an entry record is generated.

IV. Non-Transaction Entry Record Collection


A routine is available to allow for submission of a lottery entry without a purchase. First the ID of the lottery is prompted. If the current date is within the range for entry collection then the process proceeds. The student ID card may be swiped in the card reader or the employee ID or student ID may be entered. If a valid ID is entered(checked against an institution supplied file of valid student/employee Ids) then the entry file is further checked to ensure that an entry record with no lottery date is on the file and if not then an entry record is created which includes the student/employee ID, null in the transaction ID and the current date(a sequential number assigned by the program will serve as the record’s unique ID).

V. Lottery Routine


The ID of the lottery is prompted. The date range of the lottery is prompted. Ther number of winning entries is prompted. A symbolic display of some eligible ID’s is displayed. Upon entry to terminate the display a randomizer is executed that selects, displays and records the winning entry. Integrated in this process is a check to insure that the ID of the selected entry is a valid ID on the current student/employee ID file. Also included in the lottery is any entry record with a date earlier than the date range which does not have a date recorded in the lottery date field.  The date of the lottery is recorded on each entry record included in the lottery. 

VI. Reporting


All entry records will be retained indefinitely in the event that they may be required for reporting to a regulating agency. As each entry record includes the transaction ID reports may be generated relating point of sale transaction data to specific lotteries or comparisons amongst lotteries or summaries of lotteries.

VII. System Parameters

A parameter indicating whether a lottery is in progress will be accessible to be maintained in the BACKROOM menu. A Y/N indicator is employed.
